MATTERS ARISING
SHOPMOBILITY 
With reference to Minute No. 71 of the Town Council meeting held on 7th October 2009, members were informed of the disappointment and frustration at the lack of progress on the part of Carmarthenshire County Council which had been expressed at a recent meeting attended by the representatives of the Llanelli Committee for Disabled.  Now that arrangements had finally been made for the reconvened meeting between Town and County Council members and officers to be held on 18th November, it was hoped that this would lead to a positive outcome.

Further to Minute No. 64(2) of the Town Council meeting held on 2nd September 2009, the Town Clerk reported on a recent exchange of correspondence between him and Dyfed-Powys Police (copies having been previously circulated to members).
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Inspector Eric Evans (who had now arrived with his colleagues Sergeant Justin Evans) reiterated the point made by temporary Chief Superintendent Aled Davies in his letter that the Police were very conscious of the need to provide continuity, whilst at the same time recognising the need for senior officers to be moved throughout the Force area as part of their career development.

Members were pleased to note that their concerns regarding the rapid turnover of Inspectors in the town of Llanelli had been acknowledged by Dyfed-Powys Police, and hoped that they would be borne in mind for the future.

RESOLVED – that the correspondence be noted.

HYWEL DDA HEALTH BOARD – HOSPITAL CAR PARKING CHARGES
Councillor K.D. Rees declared a personal interest in this matter as a member of the Committee for the Improvement of Hospital Services and a member of the Hospital League of Friends.  However, as he did not also consider this to be a prejudicial interest, he remained in the meeting during the discussion and voting thereon.

Further to Minute No. 73 of the Town Council meeting held on 1st October 2008, consideration was given to the written report prepared by the Town Clerk (copies having been previously circulated to members).
The report outlined the sequence of events following the initial request made by the Town Clerk for a copy of the contract entered into between the former Carmarthenshire N.H.S. Trust and C.P. Plus Limited.  The continued refusal on the part of the Trust to release a copy of the document had led to a complaint being lodged with the Information Commissioner.  This resulted in a reversal of the stance previously taken by the Trust and the eventual release of a clean copy of the contract to the Town Council on 24th December 2009.
Members also considered a letter dated 30th October 2009 sent to the Town Clerk by the Secretary to the Committee for the Improvement of Hospital Services (copies having been previously circulated to members), in which members were given an update of the Committee’s current position with regard to the car parking charges issue.

The Town Clerk also took the opportunity of circulating a Press Release issued that afternoon by the Hywel Dda Health Board confirming that the Board had ceased to receive any income under the contract with C.P. Plus Limited following the negotiation of reductions in the car parking charges (copies having also been previously circulated to members).
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With regard to the contract, members expressed their amazement at the one-sided nature of the document, with the financial benefits being derived by the Contractor over the fifteen-year duration of the contract (£8.5 million) being far in excess of the benefit to the Trust (£4.1 million).  However, even this benefit now appeared to have been forgone, given the content of the Press Release referred to.

It was also very surprising to note that there was indeed no provision for review or opt-out at any time during the term of the contract, and that the only way in which the contract could be brought to a premature end was if a breach occurred by one party which it did not remedy to the satisfaction of the other party.
Concern was also expressed at the fact that the copy provided by the Trust was of little evidential worth, as it was a ‘clean’ version, which could well have been a draft version as it was unsigned and undated.  This was felt to be unsatisfactory.
Members then reiterated their oft-repeated concern that local users of the hospital facilities at Prince Philip and West Wales General hospitals continued to bear the burden of the car parking charges still levied at these hospitals in spite of the abolition of such charges by the Assembly’s Health Minister in 2008, and this was entirely due to the fact that the Trust had tied itself into a lengthy contract of 15 years with the car park contractor.

Now that the Health Board had confirmed that it derived no financial benefit whatsoever from the 15-year contract, members considered it was an even greater source of injustice to all hospital users in the Carmarthenshire area that they were now subsidising a private car park operator only.  It was, therefore, felt more strongly than ever that the Welsh Assembly Health Minister should meet representatives of the Town Council and Committee for the Improvement of Hospital Services to discuss what action the Assembly Government had taken and intended to take to deal with the current unsatisfactory and unjust situation.

At the conclusion of the discussion, it was, therefore,

FUTURE OF LLANELLI Y.M.C.A.

Further to Minute No. 16 of the Committee meeting held on 9th September 2009, members were given a comprehensive report on the current situation by both the Finance Officer and Mr. Mark Galbraith.  Details were given of the various matters that had been or were currently being attended to since the last meeting of the Committee, with specific reference to the findings contained within the Mechanical and Electrical Report commissioned by the Trustees’ Management Committee.  The report highlighted the considerable failings of the building’s services and the cost of bringing them to a proper standard of repair.  Members were concerned that this cost implication, coupled with the absence of any planned future use for the building as a whole, raised a great deal of uncertainty over the future of the Day Centre.  

In view of this uncertainty, members further considered the current financial position of the Day Centre in light of the Finance Oficer’s financial forecast previously discussed, which contained a budget for redundancy payments.  The Finance Officer outlined the statutory provision for making staff redundant and the cost involved.

Following a detailed discussion, it was

RESOLVED as follows –

(1) That the four members of staff currently employed by the Day Centre be made redundant as at 2.30 p.m. on Saturday 14th November 2009 and that they be paid the statutory amounts as contained within the Finance Officer’s report.

(2) That meetings of the committee continue to be held to seek to secure a future for the Day Centre.

LLANELLI LEISURE CENTRE – CAR PARK CHARGING PROPOSAL
Councillors W.J. Lemon and R.T. Price declared a personal interest in this matter as members of Carmarthenshire County Council.  As they also considered this to be a prejudicial interest, they both withdrew from the meeting prior to the discussion and voting thereon.
Further to Minute No. 14 of the Committee meeting held on 29th April 2009, the Chairman (Councillor J. Roberts) welcomed Mr. John McEvoy, Carmarthenshire County Council’s Traffic Management Officer, to the meeting, and invited him to give his presentation on the County Council’s proposal to introduce car parking charges for the Leisure Centre car park spaces.

Mr. McEvoy thanked the Chairman for his welcome and proceeded to explain to members that this was purely an informal exploratory discussion and outlined the County Council’s intention to change the car park at the Leisure Centre and Selwyn Samuel Centre from a free car park to a ‘Pay and Display’ car park.  

Mr. McEvoy highlighted the problems at the site caused by people who worked in the town centre parking their cars there all day free-of-charge, and the need to free up spaces for people utilising the Leisure Centre and Selwyn Samuel Centre.  

The charges would follow those currently in place at the other town centre car parks, except that those persons using the Leisure Centre and Selwyn Samuel Centre facilities would have the charges refunded, similar to the system in operation at the Asda car park.  The Pay & Display machine would issue two tickets, one to be displayed within the vehicle whilst the other would be a refund voucher to be redeemed at either centre when purchasing any service there.
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Mr. McEvoy stated that the County Council had investigated many ways of operating the charges, and had concluded that the aforementioned way was the most cost effective.  It was hoped that the car park would be self-financing, since some capital expenditure was required to resurface the car park and bring it up to the same standard as the other Pay and Display car parks within the town centre and to install the infrastructure.  It was, however, pointed out that if the car park was utilised only by those persons using the two centres then it would not generate any income at all, as all the charges would be refundable.
After a brief discussion, members expressed their concerns that the introduction of car parking charges would create a number of problems for the Selwyn Samuel Centre, namely

(1) There would be an administrative cost in redeeming the car parking vouchers, since the income raised by the car parking charges would be collected by the County Council with the Town Council having to seek retrospective reimbursement.

(2) Not all visitors to the bowls centre played indoor bowls, as many called there to watch or support matches being played by others.

(3) The Lliedi Suite was regularly hired by organisations for activities such as conferences or seminars, when individual attendees were not required to purchase anything.

(4) The car park adjacent to the Lliedi Suite would require constant monitoring if it continued to be operated free of charge.

(5) The car parking charges would further hinder the Selwyn Samuel Centre’s catering concessionaires as they tried to compete with the local hotels who provide free car parking.

Mr. McEvoy was keen to point out that the County Council were unlikely to make an order for the introduction of car parking charges at the Leisure Centre without the full co-operation of the Town Council.  Members were reluctant to see the introduction of car parking charges and were interested to know how they affected the council’s rights under the lease of the car park granted by the County Council.

RESOLVED – accordingly.
The Chairman thanked Mr. McEvoy for his attendance, whereupon he withdrew from the meeting.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Consideration was given to the written report prepared by the Responsible Financial Officer giving details of income and expenditure for the period 1st April 2009 – 31st October 2009 in the sums of £23,568 and £51,878 respectively (copies having been previously circulated to members).

CATERING CONCESSION

Councillor W.J. Lemon declared a personal interest in this matter as a close friend       of one of the concessionaires (Mr. Ray Sinclair).  As he also considered this to be          a prejudicial interest, he withdrew from the meeting prior to the discussion and    voting thereon.

Councillor Lemon further decided that, as the same applied to most of the remaining items on the agenda, he would not be returning to the meeting.
Members considered the written report prepared by the Catering Concessionaires for the sixth year of operation (copies having been previously circulated to members).

Members were concerned to read that some of the staff still required training, and had hoped for a more comprehensive report than the one produced, which they considered gave very little information in respect of the concessionaire’s operation.  
Members’ attention was also drawn to the fact that the concessionaires were in arrears with their rent, despite all attempts to resolve the situation, including (at the concessionaires’ own request) the adjustment of their monthly payments from twelve to eight so that the annual rent could be settled during the more profitable indoor bowls season period.

Following a discussion, it was

RESOLVED – that the report be noted; and that the Concessionary Agreement be reviewed in order to determine what action the Council was open to the Council to ensure that all rent demands are settled on time.

THE REGULATORY REFORM (FIRE SAFETY) ORDER 2005 –     AUDIT OF FIRE SAFETY ARRANGEMENTS

The Responsible Financial Officer reported the receipt of a letter dated 28th July 2009 from the Head of Carmarthenshire Command of the Mid and West Wales Fire and Rescue Service, with schedule of work attached (copies having been previously circulated to members).  The letter confirmed that, following an audit of the fire safety arrangements at the Centre on 16th July 2009, the measures contained in the attached schedule needed to be carried out to comply with the 2005 Order.

The Responsible Financial Officer reported that, following the receipt of the letter, he had arranged a site meeting with representatives of the Llanelli Indoor Bowls Club Committee and Catering Concessionaire.  At the meeting everyone concerned was made aware of the requirements set out in the schedule of work prepared by the Fire and Rescue Service, and the need for the appropriate measures e.g. fire drills, emergency lighting tests, etc. to be fully carried out.
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The Responsible Financial Officer also reported further correspondence with all the relevant parties, culminating in the receipt of a letter dated 2nd September 2009 from the Head of Carmarthenshire Command of the Mid and West Wales Fire and Rescue Service confirming that all matters covered in the schedule had been dealt with.

In view of the report and the measures taken in the light of the Fire and Rescue Service’s letter, it was

RESOLVED – that the letter and subsequent action be noted and approved.

5.
FOOD SAFETY AND HYGIENE INSPECTION

Further to Minute No. 8 of the Committee meeting held on 16th July 2007, members considered the Responsible Financial Officer’s report of the inspection of the kitchen facilities undertaken on 22nd October 2009 by Councillors J. Roberts (Chairman) and W.J. Lemon (Vice-Chairman), accompanied by the Responsible Financial Officer (copies having been previously circulated to members).

Whilst the kitchens were considered to be in a clean condition, the report contained several matters relating to health and safety that required the Concessionaires’ immediate attention.  However, at a recent visit to the Selwyn Samuel Centre it had been noticed that none of the aforementioned health and safety matters had been attended to.

The report also highlighted the corrosion of water pipes and the need to provide splash-back wall surfaces for easy cleaning in the Lliedi Suite kitchen.

After a discussion, it was

RESOLVED – that the recommendations contained in the report be noted and approved; and that the Catering Concessionaires be informed of the need to address the health and safety matters immediately.

6.
SELWYN SAMUEL CENTRE – SURFACE WATER DRAINAGE
Further to Minute No. 9(2) of the Adjourned Annual Town Council meeting held on 7th May 2009, members considered the written report of the Town Clerk, following his investigation into the possible redirection of the Leisure Centre’s surface water into the Lliedi river via the Selwyn Samuel Centre’s surface water drainage pipe (copies having been previously circulated to members).

The report confirmed that surface water drainage works had been undertaken in 2008 by Carmarthenshire County Council resulting in approximately 4.2% of the overall run-off for the whole of the Leisure Centre roof and surrounding car parking areas being drained into the Selwyn Samuel Centre drainage pipe, equating to six litres per second.
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The report had been considered by Mr. Philip Lewis, Consultant Architects, who recommended that a specialist be engaged to evaluate the information supplied by the County Council about the flows from the Leisure Centre against the surface water output from the Selwyn Samuel Centre, and how the flow into the Selwyn Samuel Centre system may or not be affected by the surface water coming from the Leisure Centre gulleys.  To that end a quotation to undertake this work had been obtained from Roger Casey Associates (copies having also been previously circulated to members), which he considered reasonable.
After a discussion, it was

RESOLVED – that the report be noted; and that the quotation submitted by the recommended specialist, Roger Casey Associates in the sum of £40 (plus VAT) per hour with a fee ceiling of £600 (plus VAT)(not to be exceeded without prior Council approval) be accepted.
FURTHER RESOLVED – that, in the light of the aforementioned specialist’s report, the Town Clerk investigate the possible resulting planning gain achieved through the redirection of the Leisure Centre’s surface water into the Selwyn Samuel Centre’s surface water drainage pipe.

7.
REMUNERATION OF STEWARDS
