FINANCIAL REPORT

Consideration was given to the report prepared by the Town Clerk, giving a detailed analysis of cumulative income and expenditure for the period between 1st April 2021 and 31st March 2022, in the sums of £220,613 and £112,443 respectively (copies having been previously circulated to members).

YSBYTY ENFYS SELWYN SAMUEL CENTRE

Further to Minute No. 75 of the Town Council Meeting held on 7th March 2022, members considered a report prepared by the Town Clerk provided as an update to members on progress with the return of the Selwyn Samuel Centre to Town Council management (copies having been previously circulated to members).

The Selwyn Samuel Centre was re-purposed to the Ysbyty Enfys Selwyn Samuel during the height of the first COVID19 lockdown, the centre has proved to be an invaluable asset to the Hywel Dda University Health Board seeing the longest service of any of the Field Hospitals created and serving the treatment needs of 263 patients. The Centre has also been utilised for staff training and as a clinic venue.
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In recent months work has been carried out by Contractors on behalf of the Health Board and Carmarthenshire County Council to prepare the building for its return to Town Council Management on the 29th April 2022, this has included:

· Renewing the Lliedi Suite carpet and dance floor;

· Renewing the lino flooring for the changing rooms;

· Renewing the entrance foyer carpet;

· Extensive painting of the building.

The Town Clerk brought the following items to the Committee’s attention:

Wedding License

The renewal of the Centre Wedding License had been applied for and was anticipated to be in place during the Summer period to enable the resumption of wedding ceremonies later in the year. 
RESOLVED – that the update be noted.
Roller Shutter replacement 

During the reinstatement works, one of the roller shutters used to provide additional security for the Lliedi suite garden glass doors was noted as being inoperable and beyond economic repair. As it was not clear whether this damage had been caused by the Health Board, agreement had been reached for the Health Board and Town Council to jointly fund the cost of provision of a new roller shutter. The anticipated overall cost of this work was £1,840.00 plus VAT.

RESOLVED – that the Committee notes and approves the actions taken by officers in relation to the roller shutter replacement and jointly funds their replacement.
Bowling Green

The main Ysbyty Enfys ward area was created in the space of the Centre bowling green, this involved creating a level floor across the entire room on top of the boarded floor placed upon the bowling surface.  Following completion of the refit works in this area, the carpet was assessed by the Town Council green maintenance contractor. While extensive damage was not noted, areas where the green surface had become bumpy and raised were encountered as a result of the increased weight placed on the green in these areas. The contractor had therefore advised that in order to ensure the continuing international quality of the green, that the surface should be replaced. 
The Health Board had accepted this finding and agreed to fund the necessary works which will be carried out in early September in readiness for the return of the Llanelli Indoor Bowling Club.
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Quotations had therefor been sought for the replacement of the bowling green as follows:

· Greengauge Sports 
£31,422 plus VAT

· Dales Sports


£36,750 plus VAT

Following discussion with the Llanelli Indoor Bowling Club, it was believed that the quote from Dales Sports should be approved due to the quality of their services in installing the current surface, ensuring it was an international standard surface and the fact that they were the Town Council current maintenance contractor for the Centre. This request had been accepted by the Health Board.  
RESOLVED – that the Committee approves the quotation received from Dales Sports for the relaying of the bowling surface at the Selwyn Samuel Centre. 

Town Council Furniture and Equipment

Further to Minute No. 34 of the Town Council meeting held on the 13th September 2021, Town Council furniture and catering equipment which were retained on site or in storage have been assessed, cleaned and checked for appropriate operation. There had been a need however, to purchase some equipment including a catering standard fridge unit and microwave. These replacements were to be refunded by the Health Board.
RESOLVED – that the information be noted and approved.
Concessionaire Catering and Hospitality Equipment

The Town Clerk made Committee Members aware that members of his family were employed by Anyone Waiting as catering and hospitality staff.

Similarly, as with respect to Town Council furniture, items owned by the Centre Concessionaire, Anyone Waiting were removed and placed in storage when the Centre was originally converted. In the majority of cases, unfortunately the storage facilities utilised were not appropriate and this has led to the need to dispose of catering and hospitality equipment and other items owned by the Centre Concessionaire.

Discussions and negotiations had therefore been undertaken between the Health Board and Anyone Waiting in relation to the necessary replacement of these items. These negotiations have led to the agreement of a payment of a sum of money as a full and final settlement to Anyone Waiting.

However, due to the lease for the building being between the Health Board and the Town Council and the fact that the Centre Concessionaire agreement is between the Town Council and Anyone Waiting, the Health Board had advised that the payment of the settlement would have to be made to the Town Council and then transferred to Anyone Waiting.
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In order to protect the Town Council’s interests, a legal agreement would be put in place for Anyone Waiting to confirm their acceptance of the settlement payment and that they would have no further recourse to make any claim for further financial payments from either the Town Council or the Health Board in relation to this matter.

RESOLVED – that the report be noted, and the Committee approves an arrangement whereby the Town Council makes payment of the final settlement to Anyone Waiting following its receipt by the Town Council from the Health Board.
